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2011-12 Dance Registration –  I hope you come back to dance with us! 
It’s that time of year, time to start thinking about next season.   I hope you have enjoyed your dance experience with us so far this year.  With the best yet to come, I’m confident your dancer has grown in your ability and gained a lot of poise and self-confidence too. 
Dance classes are a true investment in your child’s future.  I know first-hand the confidence and skill learned at dance class provides a lifetime of value.  
Parents, it is very helpful to have dancers pre-register before the end of the year, so I can set up new class schedules and hire more teachers over the summer, if needed.   
The pre-registration form must be turned in by JULY 1.
The registration process:
If you pre-register now, I will hold a spot for you.  Simply fill out the registration form by July 1 and I’ll mail you a confirmation note in late July.  All I ask is that if you change your mind you call me ASAP because you will be taking a spot for another student. 
Open House will be Sat. August 6th from 9-noon at the fitness center.   Check out the website www.brodheaddance.com for details. On the day of the open house you can stop in and check on your class time/placement, or you can wait until I mail you a confirmation postcard in the mail in mid-August.   If you wait, you can register at the open house on August 6, but I can’t guarantee a spot for you.  If you don’t pre-register I may not have enough classes in your age/time spot, so it’s best to pre-register to help me plan out the season more effectively. New students will be accepted on August 6.  Siblings of existing students always get first priority.

No change in price for 2011 season.   

Many families are taking advantage of the Fitness benefits in their health care insurance systems to get a credit as well.  Often families can receive $100 per child for fitness classes.   Dance classes do count toward personal fitness.  We can get you a receipt if you didn’t save it when you paid and let me know if you need a verification form signed.   
Refer-a-Friend rebate is back again this year.   Use the forms for this program to hand out to your family and friends; you’ll get a $5.00 credit for each new student.   See form for details.  And thank you for helping us spread the word, it keeps our marketing costs down which allows us to keep our classes affordable.
Our theme for next year’s recital is INTERNATIONAL TWIST.   We will be adding a little cultural learning to our program next year with music, costumes and dance genre’s from around the world.   It will be a great year to keep growing in dance with us.
